6. Pray 10 Hail Marys.
7. Between the beads pray the Glory be and the Decade Prayer.
8. Announce the second mystery, and repeat steps 5, 6 and 7. Then do
the same with the remaining 3 decades.
9. After having finished all 5 decades, conclude by praying the Hail Holy
Queen and continue with the Litany for Vocations.
